The Manville Public School District prides itself in providing all students with an individualized academic program. Assessments of all students secures that each child receives services to encourage student learning and academic achievement.  The Intervention program supports identified students by monitoring each child’s academic progress and providing the child with more individualized instruction.  

Selection to participate in the Intervention program is based upon a multi-criteria process.  Review of your child's academic progress, teacher recommendation and the results of the mandated assessment are utilized. 
Students participating in the Intervention program will receive additional academic support from a certified teacher in the following methods:

· Monitoring by the classroom teacher
· Pull-out - Instruction by a certified Intervention teacher
· Support by Intervention teacher in the classroom
· Support by Instructional Assistant in the classroom
The students who participate in this program are not singled out, labeled or identified in any manner.  An Individual Student Improvement Plan (ISIP) has been developed based upon your child's academic needs.  The ISIP indicates the area(s) in which your child will receive specialized instruction/support.
